Entrance
School doors open at 8.40am and close at 8.45am Children

correct boxes/shelves. Staff are available to assist in the 

cloakrooms and are placed in the corridors to assist 
children to their classrooms. 

Could we please ask that children do not bring toys into 
school from home. 



Exit  

The safety of the children is paramount at all times… 

• Children are reminded to wait in the classroom until 
their teacher tells them that they have seen their 

Parent/Carer. 
• Please do not call your child to you before the 

teacher safely hands them.



Toileting 
Children are encouraged to access the toilet whenever they need to, 
promoting autonomy and self-care. Staff consistently support each child 
to achieve the highest level of independence possible, offering guidance 
and encouragement while allowing them to do as much as they can for 
themselves.
For children who are not yet toilet trained, we welcome families to 
provide underwear as part of the training process. This helps us work 
together to support the child’s development in a positive and respectful 
way.



Lunch Time 
Lunchtime is 11.45am – 12.30pm
Our children enjoy lunchtime sitting with their friends at classroom tables, supported by our 
wonderful welfare assistants, Mrs Whiteside and Mrs Mather.
We are proud to be a Healthy School and encourage families to pack fruits, vegetables, 
and ‘long energy’ snacks (such as whole grains or protein-rich foods) in children's lunch bags.
Allergy Awareness
Please remember, we are an allergy-aware school. Due to children with severe allergies, the 
following items are not allowed in school:
Nuts
Sesame
Chickpeas
This includes chocolate spread in sandwiches, seeded bread and humous.
