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As an incentive for engagement with learning and for following the
3Bs from our Behaviour Policy, we have implemented the use of
Dojo points in each class throughout school.

At the end of each week, the pupil that has received the most Dojo
points will receive a ‘Dojo Champion’ certificate. Similarly, two
‘Behaviour Charter’ certificates will be awarded to pupils who have
followed the behaviour charter throughout the week.

Children will be put into teams and their Dojo points will be
included in a House point system, which will accumulate over the
week to then be added to their House team.
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Home Reading

At home, we would ask you to...

Read as often as you can, but at least three times a week for
short bursts of time (5-15mins).

In the home reading record, please put a tick in the box every
time you read with your child.

Please leave a comment in home reading records once the
reading book has been finished.

Finished reading books will be changed every Monday.

Have home readers in school everyday, just in case there's an
extra chance to read.

Encourage your child to read/share other texts at home too and
read for pleasure.

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P.E. Days

* In Year 3, children will need their PE kits on Thursdays and
Fridays.

* Our school PE kit consists of:

A white t-shirt, navy shorts/pants and trainers.

A plain hoody can be worn during outdoor PE in winter.
For gymnastics all children should have bare feet.
Jewellery must not be worn during PE and this includes
earrings. Following school policy, earrings should not be
worn in school at all, unless recently pierced and agreed by
the head teacher.

Shoulder length and long hair should be tied back.
